On April 2, 2024, the Center for Arctic
Studies of the Department of Country Studies
of the RAS Institute of Europe held the regular
Arctic Seminar n.a. Valentin Fedorov on the topic
Experience of historical-geographical expeditions
on Svalbard Archipelago in the form of a meeting
with an Honorary Polar Researcher, Hero of Rus-
sia Mikhail G. Malakhov'.

The Arctic Seminar was opened by
A.A. Gromyko, Corresponding Member, RAS,
Director, Institute of Europe. He made a point of
the Arctic place in the modern world, system of
international relations and Russia’s economy, and
warmly presented a guest of the RAS Institute of
Europe, Honorary Polar Researcher, Hero of Rus-
sia M.G. Malakhow.

S.S. Belyaev, Director, Second European
Department, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russia,
delivered welcoming remarks to the Arctic Semi-
nar participants and attendees. He highlighted the
main problems Russia currently faces in the Arctic
due to a transforming system of international re-
lations and upholding of Russia’s interests in gen-
eral. The diplomat informed that work of Russian
operators on Svalbard is complicated due to the
unfriendly position of Norway, which has joined
most Western sanctions and refused dialogue with

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Russia on a bilateral agenda. He noted this Octo-
ber marks the 80™ Anniversary of Norway’s liber-
ation by the Red Army, and in context, the Minis-
try of Foreign Affairs of Russia is working on the
issue of holding joint events.

V.B. Belov, Candidate of Economic Sci-
ences, Deputy Director for Research, RAS Insti-
tute of Europe, Head, Department of Country
Studies and Center of German Studies, noted
in his speech that the Arctic Seminar meeting is
focused on the promotion of history of discovery
and development of Svalbard and a role of Russian
researchers in studying the Arctic. He also drew
attention on the fact that M.G. Malakhov does
great public work to promote achievements of
Russian polar researchers in his small motherland,
i.e. Ryazan Region.

Then, M.G. Malakhov spoke to the audi-
ence. His story about the conquest of the North
Pole together with Richard Weber, Denmark
(February 13 — June 15, 1995) was of particular
interest, for which he was awarded the title of
Hero of the Russian Federation. To date, no one
has managed to repeat such an expedition due to
extreme physical and psychological stress asso-
ciated with it. M.G. Malakhov paid much atten-
tion to analyzing Svalbard studies and other ex-
peditions organized by him, as well as to work of
the Ryazan Region’s Branch of the Russian Geo-
graphical Society, which he has headed since 2001.

The Sem-
inar is dedicated to the memory of RAS Corre-
sponding Member Valentin P. Fedorov, conspic-
uous statesman (Sakhalin Region Governor, RF
Deputy Economy Minister) and researcher who
worked in the Institute from 2000 to 2021 and
significantly contributed to developing economic
science and creating innovative approaches to ex-
ploring and developing the Arctic. The Seminar
unites researchers from the Russian Academy of
Sciences and the Ministry of Education and Sci-
ence, representatives from federal and regional
regulatory and administrative authorities, and
practitioners.

Since 2015, the RAS Institute of Europe
employees have interacted with the International
Expert Council on Cooperation in the Arctic
(IECCA), whose Chairman is Doctor of Techni-
cal Sciences S.N. Grinyaev. Together with foreign
partners, they participate in publishing journal
Arctic Review in Russian and English. In Novem-
ber 2023, the scientific conference International
cooperation in the Arctic region: current state and
development prospects in the new conditions was
held in the Institute attended by experts from
Australia and Turkey.
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In its scientific work, the RAS Institute of Eu-
rope with partners studies the Arctic history, its ex-
ploration and development and is an active member
of the Consirtium World Historical and Cultural Her-
itage of the Arctic, which was established on the base
of the Russian State Hydrometeorological University
in Saint Petersburg in 2022. The Institute employees
make their contribution to studying this issue by the
example of European countries and Arctic regions of
Russia.

Since 2022, the RAS Institute of Europe em-
ployees together with the RAS Institute for the U.S.
and Canadian Studies have held annual joint scien-
tific conferences in February dedicated to actual in-
ternational problems of the Arctic region.
